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The Arkwright Scholarship Trust is an independent Charity founded in 1991, taking its name from the British innovative engineer Sir Richard Arkwright who harnessed water to power his mills where the factory system was also developed.

The national office is located in Leamington Spa within The Smallpeice Trust’s premises who support the administration of the scheme.

The Trust is funded by Industry, Charitable Trusts and private donors, with donations being given to support individual Scholars and / or the running of the programme.

Criteria for Membership
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· should have Year 11 students studying Design & Technology or have feeder schools offering the subject;

· should be teaching D&T or engineering related subjects at A2 or equivalent;

· should have a Headteacher who is a strong supporter of D&T in the curriculum’

· may be required to host the selection examination at the school for students from feeder schools.

Who can apply for Scholarships?

To be considered for an Arkwright Scholarship a student should be:

· In Year 11 (final year of GCSE or Scottish Standard Grades)

· Studying Design and Technology (in one of its specifications, excluding food) for public examination in that academic year

· Making a commitment to D & T at A2 in the Sixth Form or alternatively able to demonstrate a capability and aptitude in practical engineering or technology

· Making a commitment to Maths at A2 in the Sixth Form

· Actively considering higher education and a career in Engineering, Product or Industrial Design
