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Gift Aid Scheme

1. How does the Gift Aid Scheme work?

The PA is a registered charity so, if you are a taxpayer, basic rate tax on your gift can be reclaimed. All you need to do is to complete and sign the enclosed Gift Aid form.

2. How will the money be used?

During the last year, through the support of parents, the PA provided £10,000 to the school hardship fund as well as helped by providing new computers for the Sixth Form block and the Engineering suite and the Careers room as well as a large number of ‘services’ such as poet-in-residence, the artist-in-residence and for curriculum support.
3. Who decides how the money is spent?

The PA has regular meetings which are attended by the Head Teacher. The Head Teacher identifies the needs of the school and the Committee allocates the money accordingly. The Committee are very keen to ensure that they obtain the best value for money and that the money is allocated so that all students at the school obtain some benefit from the funds.

4. What happens if my circumstances change?

If for any reason your circumstances change and you wish to stop or amend your payment all you have to do is to cancel or amend your standing order and notify the Treasurer so that the records can be updated.

5. How much should I donate?

Most contributions are in the range of £120 to £200 per annum for a period of seven years. You can choose from a monthly standing order (say for £10 or £15), or a single annual standing order for £200. The average contribution is about £150 per annum. The most we have received is £1,200 per annum and we are hoping to exceed this figure this year!
