The Student Leadership Group consulted with all students at the beginning of 2009 about the introduction of suits and the decision was made to remain with and re-define smart attire. Unfortunately it became increasingly apparent during this academic year that a large number of students were not adhering to the dress code and therefore it was reviewed at the beginning of the summer term by the student leaders, in partnership with the Head of Sixth Form. A questionnaire was issued to all students in Year 11 and Year 12. Feedback indicated that greater clarification of the code was needed; students wanted a simple code that clearly stated what they could wear and provided equal breadth of choice for male and female students. The updated Sixth Form dress code aims to meet these needs and will allow students to be clear about what is appropriate attire for school.

Sixth Form Dress Code

What to wear: 

· Trouser suit (full length trousers) 

· Skirt suit (skirt, just above knee or longer) 

· Smart trousers (full length)

· Smart skirt (just above knee or longer)

· Blouse or shirt (long or short sleeves)

· Polo shirt (long or short sleeves)

· Tailored jacket (worn over a blouse or shirt)

· Fine knit jumper or cardigan (worn over a blouse or shirt)

· Smart shoes or boots

· No leather (except shoes/boots), denim, suede or fur (fake or real)
