GCSE Results for Year 11 2011.
Head Teacher’s Statement from Mrs Elizabeth Allen:

Many congratulations are due to all Newstead students on their superb GCSE results. This year Newstead students achieved an average points score of 673.04, the equivalent of over 11 A* grades per student. 82% of all full GCSEs were A or A*.

All subjects’ results are excellent but they are particularly pleasing in Electronics, Food Technology, Music and RS where over 90% of students achieved either A* or A. In addition over 50% of students studying Biology, Chemistry, Food Technology, History, Maths, Music, RS, Dual Award Science and PE achieved A*.
· 3 students achieved A* in all of their subjects.
· 14 students achieved A* in 10 or more subjects.

· 46 students achieved A or A* in all of their subjects.

· 104 students (74%) achieved A or A* in 10 or more subjects.
We are once again particularly pleased to report the success of students completing the L2 Engineering Diploma, 61.5% of whom passed with A* and 38.5% with A. Students have studied this qualification as a single option, equivalent to 7 GCSEs, alongside the full range of GCSE subjects. 

Newstead encourages all of its students to enrich their learning at Key Stage 4, and alongside their GCSE results many students have also secured AS, Music and Personal Finance certification. This considerably enhances their achievements at Key Stage 4, broadening their skills and better preparing them for advanced studies.
